Lesson Plan
Title: Birdhouse Architects

Length: 5 days

	Performance:

	You are an architect!  You will be creating a design from which you will be making a 2D birdhouse collage.  You will be using multi-media to piece together a birdhouse design all your own.  When completed with your birdhouse, we will transform our room into a birdhouse neighborhood!  Your house will be placed on Flight St., Birdy Way, Nesty Lane, or Feather Alley and we will get to share out our process of creating and constructing our house.


	Concepts:

	Reading of Iggy Peck Architect.  In this story we learn about a creative second-grader who has a passion for architecture and is super creative and innovative.  NOW WE will become architects; birdhouse architects!  Our assignment is to design a super creative and fun birdhouse that we will construct 2-dimensionally through collage.  But first, we will work on the papers that we will use to design our house: we will paint them, add pastel to them, and then cut pieces out of them to create our house, a roof, a stand, windows, doors, etc.  THEN we will display all of our houses in a birdhouse neighborhood where we will discuss the decisions we made about our design and our house.


	Ideation/Inquiry: 

Ideation is the creative process of generating, developing, and communicating new ideas, where an idea is understood as a basic element of thought that can be visual, concrete or abstract.  List and describe inquiry questions and processes you will engage students in to help them develop ideas and plans for their artwork.

	Student will fill out an ideation and plan sheet.
The plan sheet asks the following questions:

1. When architects plan, they thing about a lot of things:  Who will your birdhouse be for?  A big bird?  A small bird?  A family of birds?

2. What shape will your birdhouse be? (circle one)

3. What colors will your birdhouse be?

4. Use the handouts too look at door, window, and house shape ideas.  Then, sketch an idea of your birdhouse below.  Use pencil first and then add colored pencil.

	Day 1

1:35-1:45 Welcome class, begin Art Report, and pick Superstar.  Read aloud Iggy Peck Architect.  
1:45-1:50 Power Point presentation (see resources) 

In this presentation, students will see innovative and creative architectural designs from around the world.  They will then be introduced to their assignment as whole as well as their specific assignment for the day.
“Today we will be beginning our plan for our birdhouses, just like Iggy made a plan for that bridge!  We will be answer questions about our design as well as drawing what we image our house to look like.”

1:50-1:55 Demonstration

As I fill out the plan sheet I think aloud, “I think my house will be for a small bird.  I will make a curved rectangular house, and I will use the colors purple, yellow, and red. I like to use the hand-outs to look at for inspiration for windows, doors, and house shapes.  Here is my pencil sketch…and now I will add crayon!  Once finished, you can do free art!”

1:55-2:15 Work time

Students should be working quietly and individually on their plans.

2:15-2:20 Clean up

Chaos Control can pick up pencils and crayons, all plan sheets should go in table folders.  Announce super star and have them line us up.

	Time

	Day 2
	1:35-1:40 Welcome and select superstar.
1:40-1:50 Demonstration
Read “I can” for the day.  Today’s I can says “I can paint my ‘house’, ‘stand’, and ‘roof’ sheets completely with analogous-colored tempera cakes.”  So when I go to paint the first thing I do is label ALL THREE of my sheets like this 1-Ms. Mills House, 2-Ms. Mills Stand, and 3-Ms. Mills roof.  THEN I flip all three of them over so that my name is on the back and NOW I’m ready to paint.  There are two tempera cakes at each table.  These two colors are analogous and will really make our painted papers pop.  What I like to do is find a table whose colors I like, sit down, and paint ONE of my sheets of paper.  When I go to use the paint, I dip my brush in the water cup and I swirl my wet brush around each cup of paint about 20 times to wake the paint up so that I can get nice, vibrant colors!  Then, I can get up, find new colors I like, and paint another sheet with those two colors.  When I have ALL THREE of my sheets painted, I will put them on the drying rack.  If you finish early, you can work on your plan sheet for your house, and if you are finished with that then you can do free art.
1:50-2:15 Work time

Students should be moving around to different tables and painting all three of their sheets

2:15-2:20 Clean up

ALL sheets whether painted or not, should be in the drying rack.  Pencils, paint brushes, paint, and water cups can be collected.  Wipe down tables with a damp rag.  Announce super star and have them line us up. 
	
	

	Day 3
	1:35-1:40 Welcome and select superstar
1:40-1:45 Demonstration

Today we are adding oil pastel patterns to our painted pieces of paper.  IF YOU did not finish painting your pieces of paper for your birdhouse house, stand, and roof, then you will be called to the catch-up table to go shopping at some point during class.  Now ALL THREE of your pieces of paper should have an oil pastel design on them.  I like to my designs like this: (polka-dots, stripes, zig-zags,etc.)  DO NOT color your paper completely.  We still wanted the painted parts to show.  Your paper will hopefully be around 70/30 painted paper/oil pastel.  Oil pastels are on the catch-up table.  I like to use only one or two colors per sheet of paper to keep our designs relatively simple.  So what I recommend is going to the catch up table, selecting one or two colors, adding a design to one sheet, and then going back to the catch up table to select new colors, etc.  Once finished, all three papers can go in your table folder and you can do free art.
1:45-2:15 Work time

During this time, call students who didn’t finish painting last class to the catch-up table and give them a choice of construction paper colors to sub out for their house, roof, or stand.  They can add their oil pastel patterns to these sheets.

2:15-2:20 Clean up

Put all pieces of paper in the table folders.  All oil pastels go back in bins on catch-up table.

Announce superstar and have them line us up.
	
	

	Day 4-6
	1:35-1:40 Welcome class and select superstar

1:40-1:50 Demonstration

So far, we designed our birdhouses, we painted papers for them, we added oil pastel designs, TODAY we will cut out our: house shape, roof, and stand, and glue them all together to CONSTRUCT our houses.  Here is how I like to do it.  I look at my plan and cut out my house and roof shapes.  THEN I fold my stand in half hot-dog style and with pencil I draw curvy line kind of along the fold but not touching it!  And then I cut along that line and then open the stand up.  Finally, I glue these all together.  IF you finish all of that today then you can move on to cutting out and adding, windows, doors, etc. to your house!  You can dig through papers in our color-coded bins, and any scrap you have can go in our scrap box!  You are welcome to give and/or take from this.  One man’s trash is another man’s treasure! (DAY 5) Now, you should definitely be cutting out and gluing on the smaller details to your house such as windows, doors, etc.  Feel free to get creative with this.  Some students have added, slides, tire swings, etc.  (DAY 6)  If and when you are finished gluing your birdhouse together, give it a chance to dry and add sharpie.  With the sharpie I like to outline and emphasize certain parts of my house like the door and windows.  WHEN FINISHED, ALL houses can go on the drying rack. Please make sure your name is on the back in Sharpie
1:50-2:15 Work time

Students should be working independently but can be up and about if working on windows, doors, etc. 

2:15-2:20 Clean up
Scissors and glue should go back.  Small scraps can be thrown away and big scraps can go in the scrap box.
	
	

	Day 7
	1:35-1:40 WELCOME to our birdhouse neighborhood!  We have Nesty Lane, Flight Street, Birdy Way, and Feather Alley.  Your house has been placed somewhere in our birdhouse neighborhood.  Today you are going to reflect on everything you’ve done on your house up to this point.  

1:40-1:45 Demonstration

So today you need to have four things: your plan sheet, your reflection sheet, a pencil, and a tray.  ONCE YOU HAVE THOSE FOUR THINGS you will go, find your house, sit down in front of it and quietly work on your reflection.  You will have a chance to talk and share later today.  So here is how I reflect: First I write my name on my sheet! Yes, my house changed quite a bit from my original plan.  I had too many windows so I changed that and I decided I wanted to use this really cool blue paper.  I really struggled using the sharpie to create emphasis.  But I am MOST proud of my porch on my house.  And lastly, I would name my house Crazy Flight.  Now go back to your desk, get those FOUR THINGS and then you can move and find your house.

1:45-1:50 finding houses and silent written reflections

1:50-1:55 Now we can share with our neighbors on our street.  Choose one thing you want to share out about your house.  BUT you can only share out when you are holding the “talking perch”.  Whoever has the “talking perch” gets to talk and EVERYONE else needs to listen.  Pass the “talking perch” until everyone in your group gets a chance to talk.  Make sure you’re listening because I will be asking you to share out about one of your neighbor’s houses.

1:55-2:00 Neighborhood share!  Who has something to share about one of their NEIGHBOR’S houses?  How did they do something cool and creative?  I will take a silent hand of someone who is ready to share.  Everyone needs to be respective listeners.

2:00-2:15 Ok, now we are going to go back to our seats.  Both your plan sheet AND your reflection sheet should go in your table folders.  THEN you can work on your house if you still need to OR you can do free art.  If you need to work on your house, I can help you take it down.

2:15-2:20 Clean up!  

Free art stuff should be put away as well as and glue, scissors, or sharpie pens.  Announce superstar and have them line us up.
	
	


	Student reflective/inquiry activity:
